Executive Summary

The following information presents Whatcom County’s first quarter 2018 financial report. At the end of the 
first quarter the General Fund collected 15.44% of its budgeted revenues. Whatcom County’s General Fund 
spent 20.73% of its budgeted expenditures. Revenues are in line with prior year experience. The percentage of 
expenditures is lower than normal because large capital project transfers budgeted in 2018 were not made in 
the first quarter. 

The estimated 2018 General Fund ending fund balance is projected to be approximately $12.4 million.

Taxes

Property tax and retail sales tax make up 99% of Whatcom County’s tax revenue budget. 

Tax revenues are $86,511, or 1.5%, less than first quarter 2017 amounts. Prior year property tax revenues were 
higher than normal due to a single payment from BP refinery in January to settle a property tax appeal. Current 
year sales tax collections are up 12.6%, or $450,000, over last year’s first quarter collections. Approximately half 
of this sales tax increase is the result of a Department of Revenue audit adjustment. The balance of the increase 
is the result of a good economy and new remote sellers sales tax provisions.

Licenses & Permits

Building permits account for 40% of “Licenses & Permits” budget. Health Department restaurant, food-handling, on-
site septic and other miscellaneous health-related licenses and permits make up 35% of the budget. Cable franchise 
fee revenues are 22% and marriage licenses, firearms permits and fire control permits account for the remaining 3%. 

License and Permit Fees are $36,869, or 5.95%, more than amounts collected during first quarter 2017; mainly 
due to increases in onsite septic permit applications. 

Intergovernmental Revenue

“Intergovernmental Revenue” is mainly federal and state grants, entitlements and shared revenues. 

Revenues collected as of quarter end are $453,403, or 20%, higher than first quarter 2017. Grant revenues 
fluctuate based on timing of program billings and additions/deletions of grant programs. This year’s annual 
public defense support distribution of $194,550 from the State of Washington was received in January. The 
County also received a retroactive payment in support of marijuana enforcement activities which was $108,000 
greater than the expected quarterly payment (in accordance with ESSB 6032, section 901).

Charges for Services

“Charges for Services” include document recording fees (Auditor), motor vehicle license fees (Auditor), plan check 
fees (Planning & Development Services), adult probation fees (District Court Probation), immunizations (Health 
Department), fees charged to other governments for probation and law enforcement-related services and several 
other miscellaneous service fees that help cover the costs of providing specific services used by individual customers. 

Overall, Charges for Services increased $145,063, or 8.3%, over first quarter 2017. The various groupings in 
this revenue category have shown fluctuations. General government type fees increased $96,000; primarily 
the result of increased vehicle registrations and timely billing of monthly municipal probation contracts. In 
the Security – Persons & Property grouping, reimbursable sheriff deputy overtime charges are down $44,000 
but adult probation fee collections are up $25,000. Planning and Development Service fees are down $52,500. 
Health related revenues are up $123,000 due to a change to monthly Medicaid administration billings, instead 
of quarterly, and renegotiation of a City of Bellingham contract in support of substance abuse prevention 
activities.

Fines and Forfeits

“Fines and Forfeits” consist principally of property tax penalties, traffic infraction revenue, and criminal traffic 
misdemeanor penalties. It also includes bail/bond forfeitures, code enforcement fines, public defense recoupment 
and other miscellaneous criminal costs and penalties.

Fines and Forfeits revenues have increased $68,041, or 13.4%, from first quarter 2017 amounts. There is a $21,000 
increase in civil penalties from code enforcement actions in Planning & Development and Health Department – 
Environmental Health. Traffic infraction revenues in District Court have also increased by $40,000. 

Miscellaneous

“Miscellaneous” revenues are made up of delinquent property tax interest earnings, investment interest earnings, 
rents, contributions, refunds, and various small, otherwise unclassified, amounts.

Miscellaneous revenues are up $97,099, or 13.1%, from first quarter 2017. Increases are principally due to 
improving interest rates on investment income and interest from delinquent tax collections.

Other Financing Sources

The “Other Financing Sources” revenue budget is composed of state timber revenues (8%) and transfers from other 
Whatcom County funds (92%). 

The Other Financing Sources category is $224,205 more than first quarter 2017 amounts. Timber sales revenue 
increased $15,605 and operating transfers increased $208,600. A $200,000 criminal justice transfer from the 
public safety sales tax fund was made in March this year rather than at the end of June in 2017.

Overall expenditures for the General Fund at the end of the first quarter were 20.73% of the approved budget. 
Generally, the General Fund expends approximately 24% of its budget in the first quarter. The lower percentage 
is due to large transfers budgeted for capital projects, which were not made in the first quarter.
