Site Description

Jim Dandy Candy currently operates with 2 employees (me & my wife) in the
existing house. The business is growing and needs to expand. The proposed
building is 60'x50" with additional parking for 2 more employees and wholesale
customers. The new parking lot is proposed as gravel but will be paved in the
next year or two.

The new bio-infiltration swales will be constructed along the new parking area.
The bio-infiltration swales will discharge through an 8" pipe to the existing 2’
deep ditch that runs along the north edge of the property. The soil is a well
draining sandy loam and is not likely that any water will leave through the pipe.
There is only water in the north ditch after a heavy rain.

The site is relatively flat but slopes slightly toward the north where the ditch is
located. A 10" wide, 15" high planted hedge surrounding the property will
remain.

There are no known problems up stream in or with the ditch
Erosion Control:

The bio-infiltration swales will be hand seeded when completed. Straw will be
kept on site to cover bare soll as needed in 3" depths or more.
