Proof of Age or Disability and Proof of

Ownership and Occupancy
You must provide documentation to the Assessor
demonstrating you meet the age or disability, ownership,
and occupancy requirements such as:
e Copy of driver’s license or state issued photo id
e Copy of voter registration
o If eligibility is based on a disability, copy of disability
award letter from SSA or VA, or a Proof of Disability
statement completed and submitted by your physician
e Complete copy of trust documents, if applicable
e Any other documents the Assessor requests
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
