On the night of February 24th, 2022
at least 832 people experienced
homelessness in Whatcom County.

This represents a 17% decrease in people who were unsheltered from
last year. Emergency shelter and transitional housing resources were
expanded as part of the pandemic response and this increase likely
contributed to the larger number of people accessing shelter.
