JAIL FACILITIES SALES AND USE TAX

The Whatcom County Council passed Resolution No.
2004-050 concerning a proposition to authorize a sales
and use tax for jail facilities. This ballot proposition
would authorize the imposition of a sales and use tax, in
addition to any other taxes authorized by law, of one
