The result was unchanged at 59.81% which is less than the required 60% for approval.

School district levies have a different requirement for passing or failing than the simple majority that’s
required to choose between two candidates, they must reach a 60% YES vote or higher. The first
column (A) 1s the turnout for the district at the 2001 General Election which all other numbers are
based on.

Column (C) is the 60% that is the minimum number of YES votes required. If the turnout 1s higher
than column (B) shown then the 60% figure in column (C) would also increase. If the turnout is lower
than (B) the figure in (C) must still be reached.
